KOSOVO PROPERTY CLAIMS COMMISSION

AUGUST 2010 SESSION
The Kosovo Property Claims Commission (the “KPCC”) was established pursuant to UNMIK Regulation 2006/50, as amended and adopted by Law No. 03/L-079.  The KPCC is responsible for the determination of ownership and use right claims over private immoveable property, including agricultural, residential and commercial property, which  involve circumstances directly related to or resulting from the armed conflict that occurred in Kosovo between 27 February 1998 and 20 June 1999 where the claimant is not now able to exercise such property rights.   

A total of 1,007 claims were referred by the Executive Secretariat of the Kosovo Property Agency to the KPCC for its August 2010 session.  The KPCC resolved 974 of these claims, including 816 agricultural property claims which were granted, 72 agricultural claims which were dismissed or refused, 53 residential property claims which were granted, 24 residential property claims which were dismissed or refused and nine commercial property claims which were dismissed.  The remaining claims were either referred by the KPCC back to the Executive Secretariat for further processing or were withdrawn by the Executive Secretariat during the session.
One of the decisions dealt with twenty claims filed by the same claimant involving agricultural, residential and commercial properties.  All of these claims related to a dispute over the ownership of a land parcel in Prishtinë/Pristina which commenced in 1994, prior to the 1998-1999 conflict, and in which litigation is ongoing in the local courts.  Accordingly the claims fell outside the Commission’s jurisdiction and were dismissed.

Eight of the commercial property claims resolved by the Commission during the session related to the revocation of temporary use agreements by the Municipality in Gllogovc/Glogovac in 2001 and the subsequent removal of the commercial properties in 2005.  As the claimed loss was unrelated to the conflict, the claims were dismissed. 
The next KPCC session will be held in October 2010.
